SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT     
(Date of report to WG Board was July 15, 2025)              
The weather continues to bring rain at much needed 
intervals. Aside from mowing and line trimming, the 
guys have been out spraying weeds along parkways 
and courtyard entrances/driveways in the grass 
areas. We hope to have everything sprayed in the 
courtyard parking and concrete areas by the end of 
July. 
     We had two tree service companies show up last 
week. They removed 7 complete trees and 
trimmed/raised 7 others. Another company will be 
here July 21 to remove another 3 trees that are dead 
or dying. We plan on planting 10-15 replacement 
trees this fall. They will be larger 8-10 footers, so we 
won’t have to wait as long for them to mature. The 
goal is to always plant at least as many or more than 
are removed. 
      If we missed a tree trimming request, please feel 
free to resubmit a work request. I log every request 
that comes in and we do our best to either complete 
or contact you in a timely manner. It has been 
difficult to get tree service companies out here this 
year. As a reminder, we have a budget to work with 
and not everything can be completed immediately or 

in the same fiscal year.
